- TCC Received new BPHC grant on Mass Dispensing of medicines and supplies in an emergency

III. Parcel 12 Update, Elaine Ng 
- Parcel is located between Doubletree and Tufts garage
- Designated in previous Masterplan for community housing

- Since December, heard rumors that the Boston Arts Academy was looking at it as a new site for their school and shopping around for funders

- Met with City Councilors Ross and Turner in December – said they were not aware that BAA had started fundraising

- TCC and members have been trying to start a conversation with BAA – with Linda Nathan, Headmaster

- Last few weeks, met with City Councilors Ross, Turner, Yoon, and Linehan about the lack of community process and information

- Linehan recommends bypassing a public hearing process and asking BRA to start an RFP process for Parcel 12
- the BAA is now 9-12 grade but wants to expand to a 6-12, which would bring an estimated 500 extra students to Chinatown

IV. Masterplan Updates, Beverly Wing 
- Gateway Coalition received funding for 2 years to do a 2010 Masterplan and invited TCC to play a role

- TCC will join the planning process to lend expertise from the 2000 Masterplan

- Beverly Wing will act as consultant and help build capacity

- All TCC members are encouraged to participate – Masterplan Committee will regularly be reporting through TCC
